Guidelines, Policies and Contract

Impact Dance Company is a non-profit organization and must be kept separate from M.A. Dance Project with all payments, classes,
instructors, choreography and any other comparable event. Any checks must be written to IDC. IDC does not except credit card
payments. The office clientele is employed by MADP and not IDC. Please do not engage in their time for IDC questions and concerns.
Although we are a non-profit organization we still need to fund choreography, costumes and any other necessities needed to make our
company a success.

Attendance of regular dance classes and rehearsals are crucial and mandatory. If a dancer misses classes due to an illness or major tests
or projects; that would be considered an excuse of absence. If you miss more than 2 unexcused classes and/or rehearsals per month
dancers may be taken out of the piece currently in progress, will not be able to participate in an upcoming performance or be dismissed
from the company.

Choreography taught to IDC members is property of IDC and the director.

Tardiness will not be tolerated. This includes classes, rehearsals and performances. We appreciate early arrivals and prompt pickups.

IDC Dancers are required to take their appropriate number of dance classes. However; in order to stay current in technique with your
company more classes are suggested.

Dancers and Parents are committed to IDC for the entire year. Keep in mind choreography is starting early in the year and if your
commitment has failed, it will affect the entire team.

Each dancer and parent will be responsible for fundraising activities throughout the year. Fundraising will be done as a whole; not
individually.

Under no circumstance may you miss a performance, competition or IDC event with out my knowledge and/or permission.

Dancers and parents will treat others with respect at all times. This includes other companies and parents. Gossiping amongst parents
and IDC Members will not be tolerated. You are all representing IDC and | expect you all to think about your actions and how they affect
others at all times.

All dancers are required to purchase your IDC Track Suit with a cost of $65.00 (approximately).

Dancers and/or Parents are required to turn in forms in a timely manner.

Please do not call M.A. or other Faculty members during unreasonable hours; including weekends. Any questions regarding your child,
classes or IDC should be taken care of by appointment.

IDC communicates through email. We do not have the funds to hire an office manager primarily for IDC. So please be considerate and
check your email on a regular basis and understand IDC is only run by M.A. volunteers, dancers and parents.

All costumes and or props (unless otherwise noted) are property of IDC and must be returned clean and on hangers in a timely manner.
Those who do not turn in costumes will be charged a fee. Costumes must be turned in upstairs in the IDC costume closet.

You as a parent and dancer are responsible for staying up to date with deadlines, performance dates, social events etc.

As a parent and company member understand performance, competition and showcase dates are non-negotiable and are not open for
discussion.

Any photos and or videos are property of IDC and may be used for marketing purposes. No posting of IDC choreography on the web.
Solos and or duets are subject to change for each individual. Being able to compete and perform a solo and duets will need to be
approved.

Under some circumstances dancers will need to audition certain dances. Different performances involve different circumstances.

All company members will be required to sell tickets to our showcase and help promote the show any way possible. Amount of tickets
will be determined show to show.

IDC Members will always need to wear their IDC cover ups to and from events.

Convention and Competition deadlines are FINAL. Conventions are not required; just suggested.

Parents and Dancers will follow all M.A. Dance Project rules and studio policies. This includes parent observation weeks.

At the end of any performance, competition, event, socials; dancers will not leave the premises until they are all dismissed as a whole.
Foul language will not be tolerated.

Academics are crucial and an important part to stay organized with all that is happening. Dancers who do not keep a “parent
acceptable” grade average; might be withdrawn from rehearsals and or a dance and possibly classes until it is satisfactory for the
parent.

Parents and Dancers understand that unless you have heard it from me via paperwork or email or phone call; it has not been established.
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Parents and Dancers also understand that M.A. or any other Faculty member will have to send another dancer or parent to relay
messages or have something taken care of for them; especially at a performance or competition. We as instructors can not be
everywhere at all times. We would appreciate you respect who is relaying the message.

Volunteer Crews are a must. IDC will not be able run with out them. If interested in being a volunteer please email me.

I-Marks are warnings given to dancers for dancers or parents failing to comply with IDC and M.A. Dance Project rules and guidelines.
Three I- Marks will result in consequences or even expulsion of Impact Dance Company.

Cell phones are prohibited during company rehearsals, classes and performance. This includes parents and visitors.

Any delinquent and/or outstanding balances could or will result in dismissal of the company.

Any fundraising; such as selling of products must be done at an IMPACT Dance Company event. We must keep separate from MADP
business.

All IDC rehearsals are closed; unless otherwise noted.

IDC dancers must keep their belongings and surroundings organized at all times.

ALL company members and parents must help with clean up in some manner at our social events and all performances.

Keep in mind and remember that the director has a reason behind every decision made; whether you agree with it or not. Decisions
made are always in the best interest of each dancer.
